With the completion of the first five
years of its activities, the renewed
agreementbetween the Commonwealth
Government andthe University of New
South Wales to continue the Centre's
operation for another five years, and
with the departureof its Foundation
Director, Dr. Adam Graycar, the Social
Welfare ResearchCentre has clearly
entereda new phase. There are some
new people around the place, and a
new researchagenda is in progress.
The work continues,although the flow
in the output of reports has
temporarily slowed down as the new
projects take some time to complete.
As the list of expectedpublications
for 1985 and 1986 shows(see p. 22 of
this Newsletter), there are numerous
researchprojects either now in
progressor in the planning stage,
and we hope to keep to the projected
time-table as close as possible.

Although we have a researchagenda
worked out for many months to come,
we are keeping it under discussion
and assessmentthrough staff seminars
and through consultationwith outside
researchersand researchorganisations.
We have also starteda processof
consultationwith the Development
Division of the Departmentof Social
Security and with the Policy Co­
ordination Unit of the new Department
of Community Services. It is
important for us to maintain awareness
of the changes that take place in the
Australian community and the
correspondingchanging needsof
families, social groups and individuals,
so that our researchagenda remains
relevant to the social pol icy and
social welfare issuesof today and,
as far as wecan foresee it, of the
years to come. By continuing with
this approach,we hope to keep the
community informed about the current
and foreseeableissuesand problems
in social policy and social welfare
as well as contribute valuable data
for use byother researchers,
administratorsand service providers,
and for policy makers.

Apart from the researchreports which
continue to be in demand throughout
Australia and overseas,the SWRC
seminarsheld monthly at theUniversity
of New South Wales serve as a medium
for presentationof social policy
and social welfare issues, for
discussionand d.ls semtnat lon of
information. The two seminars held,
so far, this sessionhave attracted
good audiencesand participation in
discussionwas lively. The remaining
two seminars in this sessionand the
four planned for August-Novemberhave
important topics of current interest,
and we hopethat they will be
equally well attended.

Among the people visiting the Centre,
we had avisit from Dr. Noel Whiteside,
Lecturer in the Departmentof Social
Administration, University of Bristol,
U.K. Dr. Whiteside'svisit to
Australia has beenfacilitated by the
Australian Studies Centre in London.
We also had a visit from the Honour­
able Brian Howe, M.P., Minister for
Social Security. This was a welcome
visit, giving us an opportunity to
hear his concernsand interestsand to
shareours wi·th him. Later this month
we expect a visit from Professor
JamesSchulz, Professorof Welfare
Economicsat Brandeis University,
currently in Australia as Downing
Fellow in Social Economics,
University of Melbourne.

On a less welcome note, our expectat­
ions of moving someof our research
staff to additional premiseshave
again come to nought. After detailed
plans of spaceallocation and fittings
have been drawnup, the premises
which were "certain" had been
apparently leased to another party.
It appears that we have become
victims of the time-honoured
Sydney practiceof "gazumping" or
of some other yet unknown to us
reasons. Life continues, regardless.

1. CHILD WELFARE

The first SWRC seminar in the current
serieswas held on March 15, with the
theme of Child Welfare. Two papers
were presented; one with the focus
on the Australian scene, the other
presenting the issuesof child
welfare and juvenile justice in a
wider context of the Western world,
especially Canada, the United States
and the United Kingdom.

Under the topic of The Changing Child
Welfare Scene in Australia, Adam
Jamrozik presentedsomeof the data
generatedin the researchproject
currently in progress,on the comparat­
ive developmentsin child welfare
services in three States: New South
Wales, South Australia, and Tasmania.
Viewed in a time perspectiveof two
decades,the trends in all three
Statesclearly indicate a shift from
the earlier focus on the child to the
child in the family context. The
numbers of children committed or
admitted to State guardianshipshow
a gradual decreasesincetheearly
1970s, as have the numbers of child­
ren under guardianship located
in residential care. At the same
time, there appears to be a shift

towards short-term intervention,
such as temporary guardianship,
temporary fostering and other "prevent­
lve " methods. Increasing use of non­
governmentalorganisationsin child
welfare by contracting services
is another trend.

The role of the CommonwealthGovern­
ment is most evident in the provision
of child care services, but the role
extends into the area of family
support services, programmesfor
young people, services for handicapped
children and other special projects.
The Commonwealth/Staterelationship
in the provision of family and child
welfare services is thus growing more
complex, posing certain questions for
future policies, allocation of
resources,and areasof respective
responsibilities.

ProfessorPaul Havemannof the Faculty
of Social Work, University of Regina,
Saskatchewan,Canada, and currently
Visiting Fellow with the Social
Justice Project, ResearchSchool of
Social Sciences,Austral ian National
University, Canberra, presenteda
paper on the topic of Needs andRights
and Deserts in the Juvenile Justice
Model; the Politics of Rights and the
�R�i�~�. He examined the changes that

have taken place in the legislation
and practice in the juvenile justice
in Canada,drawing comparisonswith
the developmentsin the United Kingdom.
The examination shows how a shift from
treatmentapproachesto the "due
process"of the law with emphasison
the rights of a young person has led
to an increasing focus on the " right
deserts"of retributive justice.
ProfessorHavemann related these
developmentsto the shift to the right
in political thought and government
policies in many countriesof the
Westernworld. These developments
provided considerablefood for thought
to all persons involved in and
concernedwith child and family
welfare.

2. HOUSING

The first paper of the seminarwas
presentedby Joan Vipond. It intro­
duced preliminary findings from the
SWRC housing project which is
principally concernedwith the afford­
ability of housing, that is, the
cost of housing in relation to a
resident's income. The paper looked
at the differences in housing afford­
ability according to housing tenure
and at social welfare implications
of these discrepancies.

Some of the differences in housing
costs result from differential
governmentpol icies,·andthe paper
commenced with a review of the recent
policies affecting people living in
different tenures. The year 1981/2
saw a turnaround in governmentcommit­
ments to housing matters and a
substantial increase in expenditure
after several years of declining
outlays. Measureswere undertakento
assist three of the four main tenure
types (the fourth being outright
owners who generally need little help
with their housing costs): home

purchasers,private tenantsand public
tenants. However, the actual outlays
have varied considerablybetween the
different tenure groups.

The tax system, as well as explicit
housing policies, have a differential
impact on people living in different
tenures. Sotoo do other economi c
and social developments. The second
sectionof the paper consideredtrends
in housing costs, including fluctuat­
ing interest rates, rent levels (both
public & private), the effects of
inflation and variation in house
prices.

The final sectionof the paper
presentednew data on the relation­
ship betweenhousing affordability
and tenure from the ABS Income and
Housing Survey. The data presented
were at income unit level giving a
more detailed and rather different
picture from aggregateanalyses.
Other studies have pointed to the
particularaffordabilityproblems
faced by people renting in the private
sector. These data not only confirm
these results, but they also indicate
that such problems are not restricted
to private tenants. Using a housing:
income ratio' of 20 per cent as the
benchmarkfor a problem of housing
affordability, it was estimatedthat
around 1.2 million income units were
above this benchmark, around 23 per
cent of all income units in Australia.
Of these, a worrying number, around
430,000 income units were spending
over 40 per cent of their incomes
on housing expenses.

The actual numbersof purchasers
spendingabove 20 per cent of income
on housing was almost the sameas
that of tenants. However, in relative
terms, affordability problems affected
a greaterproportion of private
tenants than home purchasers.

The paper concluded by pointing to
directions for further researchin
this field, including analysis by level

and source of income, regional
differencesand the effect of different
definitions of an affordability
'problem'. Even so, these first data
indicate the wide extent of housing
problems, at least in financial terms.

The second half of the seminar was
presentedby Warwi ck Temby of the
Housing Policy Division of the
Federal Departmentof Housing and
Construction. His paper covered many
aspectsof housing and housing policy,
and its particular focus was on
homelessness. Although homelessness
has long been seen as a problem in
terms of health and welfare issues, it
has only recently been addressed
specifically by housing departments.

The paper describeda survey
commissionedby the Departmentof
Housing andConstructionon various
aspectsof homelessness. In particular
it aimed to determine the extent of
homelessnessin Australia and to
investigatethe housing problems of
particular groups in the population.
The survey found widespreadevidence
of homelessnessand inadequatehousing
as well as massiveunmet housing need.
Indeed, the consultantsestimatedthat
between 15,000 and 50,000 people live
out of doors and in refuges, and that
an additional number (possibly as
many as 60,000) live on the brink of
homelessness,with insecure tenure
arrangementsancVor precarious income
support. Further, waiting lists for
public housing are at record lengths
and many householdsare forced to
pay substantial proportionsof their
incomes on rent and other housing
costs.

These findings indicate that there is
a need for policies of two kinds:
those to boost the supply of
(appropriate) housing for people who
are homelessor poorly housed, and
policies to increasethe incomes of
certain groups of people to enable
them to afford more suitable housing.
There is no universal right to

adequatehousing in Australia (as
there is to health and education),
but the survey results suggest that
there is a substantialand increasing
need for various forms of housing
support. In particular, measures
are required which offer more
immediate assistancethan being
placed on a long list for publ ic
housing.

The paper concludedwith a discussion
of the various programmesfor hous­
ing assistanceadministeredby the
Departmentof Housing and Construct­
ion and other departments. Particular
dilemmas involved in the development
of such policies include the decision
between the provision of income
maintenanceor assistancein kind.
A further issue is that of tenure
neutrality; at present there is
considerablediscrepancyin the
level and the speedof assistance
provided to home owners, public
tenantsand private tenants.

Different measuresfor alleviating
these inconsistencieswere discussed,
including increasing the eligibility
criteria, for SupplementaryRent
Assistanceand raising its level,
increasing the stock of public
housing and improving the level of
occupancyof the existing housing
stock.

The study of homelessnessmentioned
in this paper was preparedby
W.D. Scott & Associatesand will be
published shortly by the Department
of Housing andConstruction.

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Launching of

'SYDNEY .. a Social Atlas'

David Tait was a co-authorof the
Sydney Social Atlas launchedon
February 3. This was part of a
seriesof 7 atlasesfor Australian
capital cities published by National
Mapping and the Australian Bureau of
Statistics from tee 1981 census. 37
two-page A3 fold-out maps are
presentedfor the city as a whole
with one-pageblow-ups of the inner
city and inner suburbanarea. Most
of the mapsare presentedfor Sydney's
4613 censuscollection districts,
and so give very fine-detailed
profiles of each neighbourhood.

The atlas seeks to fill a need for
visual presentationof often complex
information produced by the census.
Included are mapsof youth unemploy­
ment, married women's labour force
participation, workers in the CBD,
personsspeaking languagesother than
English, and 8 birthplacemaps.

The map of population change in the
atlas has potentially important
welfare impl ications. It shows that
although the outer fringes of the
city are growing rapidly, frequently
the areas just inside these urban
boundariesare actually falling.
This may result from shorter child­
bearing periods in the life cycle
(i .e. shorter gap betweenbirth of
first child and last child leaving
home) as much as out-migration. The
implication is that someservices
(such as childcare centres,and
schools) which were provided to last
25 years may find their clientele
starting to disappearmore rapidly,
or come from outside the immediate
neighbourhood.

The atlasesare available from the
AGPS or ABS offices in capital
cities.

The Social Welfare ResearchCentre

WOMEN'S HOUSING

CONFERENCE

The first ever national Women &
Housing Conference,entitled 'On the
Threshold - Housing Women', washeld
at the University of Adelaide during
1 - 3 March 1985. It aimed to
bring together people from a broad
range of backgrounds, including
policy-makers from all tiers of
government, community workers,
academics, tenants, lawyers, voluntary
organisationsand women from groups
with specific housing needs. In all,
well over 800 people attended.

The topics discussedat the conference
were as diverse as the participants,
including housing finance, management,
design and construction, legal and
other policy issues,and questionsof
information and communityparticipat­
ion. In particular, attentionwas
focussed on processeswhereby women
can obtain better accessnot only to
decent housing, but also to decision­
making on all aspectsof housing. It
aimed to identify strategieswhich
would encouragegreaterparticipation
by women in the planning, provision
and managementof housing.

Joan Vipond and Chris Rossiterof the
SWRC conducteda workshop on housing
costs, placing women's housing
circumstancesin a broad context.
Their paper - written jointly with
Ne i 1 Warren, explored how women in
particular are affected by expendit­
ure on housing (i .e. rents, mortgages,
rates, maintenance,etc.) relative to
their incomes. The study, basedon
the last ABS Household Expenditure
Survey indicated that women are over­
representedin households�e�x�p�e�r�i�e�n�c�i�~
housing stress, that is, households
whose relative expenditureonhousing
costs is so large that they are likely
to experiencefinancial stressas a
result. The findings were related to
the fact that women are over­
representedin householdswith low
incomes. Women are also concentrated

in household types which spend high
proportionsof their incomes on
housing: householdsconsistingof
single adults and particularly
single parentswith �d�e�p�e�n�d�e�n�t�c�h�i�l�d�r�e�~

The latter group although numerically
small, often experiencedparticularly
high relative housing costs. What is
worrying is that, since the time of
the Survey, the numbers of lone
parentshas increasedsubstantially
and economic problems have meant that
their employment prospectsare likely
to have worsened, suggestinga
deterioratingsituation for house­
holds of this type. Copies of the
conferencepaper are available
from SWRC.

Although the paper itself was based
on largely statistical material, the
subsequentdiscussioncovered more
concreteand personal aspects. Indeed
the housing experiencesof both lone
mothers and single women highlighted
by the analysiswere echoed through­
out the conference: their problems
were amongst the principal concerns
of workshops, lecturesand other
sessions.

The conferenceconcludedwith a
plenary sessionwhere participants
devised a communiquebasedon the
most important themes andissues.
The conferencecommuniquewill be
submitted to the next meeting of
Commonwealthand State Housing
ministers to be held in Perth
in May 1985.

if In a paper to the 14th Conferenceof
Economists (University of NSW, 13-17
May 1983), Chris Rossiterand Joan
Vipond presentedfurther findings
from the SWRC project on housing
costs. The analysis aimed to review
and update the conventional wisdom
that tenants in the private sector
were the most disadvantagedhousing
group in Austral i a. Li ke the SWRC
Seminar paper, it concluded that
although a larger numberof owner­
purchasersexperienceproblems with
housing affordability, the worst



problems are still concentrated
amongst private renters.

This
was presentedin the form of a
colour-codedmap, drawn byJennyJames.

A third techniquewas to estimate
characteristicswhich are not collect­
ed on the censusfrom information
which is known to be related to the
characteristicof interest. The
example given was handicap. Dr. Tait
demonstrateda methodof calculating
'synthetic' handicap rates by
applying information from the 1981
HandicappedPersonsSurvey to
census tables.

SOCIAL INDICATORS

FOR SMAll AREAS

David Tait was invited to speakon
the use of the censusfor producing
social indicators,to a meeting of
officers and elected representatives
of local governmentauthoritiesheld,
at the University of New South Wales
on March 29. He argued that the
population censusshould not be seen
in isolation, but could be enhanced
by linking it to other statistical
sources,such as surveys or
administrativecollections.

The most common approachwas to use
the censusas a base to identify the
'target population'. An example
presentedwas for childcare, in which
the numberof children attending
childcarewas expressedas a proport­
ion of the numberof children of the
relevant age group in Sydney LGAs.
This showed the familiar pattern of
under-servicing in the western
suburbs.

A second techniquewas to make
adjustmentsto census tables basedon

The conclusionwas that the potential
of the population census is
enormously expandedby using it in
conjunction with other sources. The
censusshould be seen as the centre
of a whole systemof social statistics;
it required considerablework and
linking to other sources to produce
good indicators.

WORK, INCOME AND LEISURE

SYDNEY IN TRANSITION

David Tait gave a talk to the Sydney
Branch of the Australian Population
Association on April 2 basedon his
work as co-authorof the Sydney
social atlas. He presentedcolour
mapsof Sydney, drawn by Jenny James,
which showed someof the changeswhich
Sydney hadexperiencedover the
previous decade.

Poor areaswere tending to get poorer,
while the more affluent areason the
north shore and southern fringe were
experiencing less poverty. Unemploy­
ment wasbecoming more concentrated
in the inner city and inner suburbs,
particularly in areassettled by
recent migrants. Part of this social
change resulted from the major
economic restructuring the city had
seen: manufacturing jobs in the
inner areaswere declining rapidly,
while professional and technical
jobs were increasing. This change
in the job mix had important implic­
ations for wQmen1s paid work. Areas
south of the harbour which have
suffered the most job loss had the
biggest decline in married women's
labour force participation. Areas
inhabited by people with relatively
more professional and technical
qualificiations tended to register
an increase in the workforce involve­
ment of married women. So areas in
which families tended to be losing
their so-called 'second-incomel
v.ereoften the areasexperiencing
increasing family poverty.

Adam Jamrozik held a seminarwith
graduatestudents in recreational
studies at the Kuring-:gai College of
Advanced Educationon 13 April, on
the topic of Equity in Social
Consumption. The seminarwas basedon
the paper Adam presentedat the
Conferenceon "Work, Income and
Leisure in the Years Ahead", held at
the Wollongong University in September
1984. The paper (now a chapter in a
forthcoming book) is used by the
studentsas a reference in their
Course. The key point in the paper
considers the changes in the distribut­
ion of income between low income
earners (frequently in a one-income
family with dependentchildren) and
high income earners (increasingly in
two-income families). The increasing
inequality in the distribution of
income is reflected in the patterns
of consumption, especially in the
consumptionof servicesprovided for
or subsidizedby governments,ego
education, health, personal care,
recreation, and tourism. These
fields have now become important
parts of economicactivities,
providing employment for professional
occupationsthe holders of which are
themselves among significant
consumersof the services they
provide.



CHILD WELFARE

AND FAMILY SUPPORT SERVICES

Much is written and spoken these days
about the need for family support
services, and many such serviceshave
appearedin recent years on the
social welfare scene: budgeting
advice, crisis care, child care, and
a host of servicesoffering a variety
of "counsel Ll nq'". The Family Support
ServicesScheme (FSSS)originally
introduced by the Commonwealth
Government in 1978 under its Children's
Services Programas a three-year
pilot scheme,was later extendedand
in 1984, 111 projects funded under
the scheme were inoperation in all
Statesand Territories. A support
service that has featured prominently
in the Schemehas been the Homemakers'
Program. These servicesare provided
under various auspices in all States,
some are government-sponsored,some
are sponsoredby non-governmental
agenciesor community groups.

In Tasmania, the HomemakerService
is provided by the Departmentfor
Community Welfare but the Homemakers
work as a distinct unit with consider­
able autonomy. The service appears
to be effective in providing support
to families experiencingdifficulties
in management,parent-child relation­
ships and in social functioning
generally. To discussand evaluate
the effectivenessof the service, a
three day workshop for Homemakerswas
held at Campbelltownon 22-24 April.
Adam Jamrozik was invited to conduct
a one-day seminarwith the Homemakers
as part of the workshop programme.
The aim of the seminarwas to
present to the Homemakerssomeof the
current issues in child and family
welfare and to place the Homemakers
service in a wider context of
family support services.

While in Tasmania,Adam also
addresseda meeting of social
workers and communitywelfare workers
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in Hobart. He presenteddata
generatedfrom the current research
project in child and family welfare
at the SWRC, illustratinq how the
growing dependenceon incomema:nten­
ance and incomesupport serviceswas
related to the changes in the labour
market as well as to the changes in
family structure. The data suggest
a high degreeof overlap between the
recipientsof Commonwealthpensions
and beneflts and the recipientsof
family and child welfare services
provided by the States.

There was a needfor the identificat­
ion of socio-economicgroup
characteristicsof the recipients,
so that appropriate implications may
be drawn for pol icy formulation from
the data obtained in the processof
service delivery. Adam explained to
the meeting that this was the aim
of the current researchprogramme
at the SWRC in child and family
we1fare.

APPROACHES TO CHILDHOOD

AND PARENTHOOD
Tania Sweeneygave d paper on 19
Februaryat the Annual In-service
Seminar of Early Childhood Advisers.
With the theme of "Approaches to
Childhood & Parenthood& Child Care
Po1icy", the paper discussedwhy
parentsuse child care servicesand
related that to the researchmaterial
available about the experienceof
parenthood. That work, for example
the researchof Lyn Richards (1978)
Having Families,suggeststhat it is
social isolation, whether real or
perceived,thatmakes child rearing
difficult for today's families. This
task becomeseven more difficult when
financial and material resourcesare
limited. The paper then related
these issues to governmentpolicy
which has seldom recognisedthat
parents need to use child care
services to meet their own needs as
well as those of the family and the
children. Attention of the audience
was drawn to R & P No. 44.
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* NEW SWRC PROJECTS *

Neighbourhood Houses
as a Family and Child Welfare Service

The current stageof the SWRC research
programme inchild and family welfare
entails an examinationof the
developmentsin that field in three
States: New South Wales, South
Australia and Tasmania. (Other
Statesare 1 ikely to be included at a
later stage). The focus of the
researchis on the services funded by
the Commonwealth,either directly to
community groups or non-governmental
organisations,or through the State
authorities. In each of the three
Stateswe aim to identify and examine
in detail a programmeof an innovative
characterwhich then will be used for
comparisonwith similar programmes in
other States.

One such service that we aim to study
is the NeighbourhoodHouse. Over the
past decade, the conceptof a
NeighbourhoodHouse has emerged as an
innovative form of family and child
welfare service. A Neighbourhood
House is a multi-functional service,
based in a local community, managed
by a local committee, and utilising
local paid and voluntary labour. The
House �f�u�n�c�~�i�o�n�s as a focal point for
local community organisations,
provIding venue for meetings and
various activities, such as adult
learning programmes,youth groups, or
parents' groups. Some Housesare
also used as premises for consultat­
ions by community andchild health
nurses, community welfare workers,
or for TAFE Outreachcourses.

Among the services that Neighourhood
Housesoffer regularly is flexible
child care, assistedfinancially by
the Commonwealthunder its Children's
Serivces Programme. This form of
child care is particularly valuable
in situationsof family emergencies
as well as on occasionswhere the
parent (usually the mother) needs to
attend to such activities as shoppl-ng,
visit to a doctor, or attend an

adult learning course.

NeighbourhoodHouses have now been
establishedin most States,and
their total number in Australia has
recently been estimatedat 250. They
provide an interestingexampleof
joint Commonwealth/Stateco-operation
in the provision of community services,
as the State usually provides the
building or rent for a building and
the Commonwealthassistswith funds
for various programmes.

In Tasmania, 23 NeighbourhoodHouses
have beenestablishedto date. Most
of theseare located in public hous­
ing estatesinhabited by relatively
young, low-income families; and in
some isolated country towns. The
Houses receive Commonwealthsupport
for child care services,and the
Stateactively assistsby providing
buildings or rent as well as
professional advice from its Depart­
ment for Community Welfare. The
programmeis believed to be very
successfuland is regardedas oneof
the most effective innovative
programmes inthat State.

Becauseof thesecharacteristicsand
the feasibility of including the
whole programme in aState, we have
selectedthe NeighbourhoodHouses
programme inTasmania for a detailed
study. The project has been
entrustedto Ms. Elizabeth Dean of
Sandy Bay, Hobart, with someassist­
ance from the TasmanianDepartment
for Community Welfare. The project
is expected to be completedearly
in 1986.

No.52 Richard Chisholm, Black Children: White Welfare? Aboriginal Child Welfare
Law and Policy in New South Wales, April 1985. $5.

Richard Chisholm's researchmonograph
is a study of Aboriginal welfare. The
main focus is on New South Wales, but
the issuesconfront people in all
parts of Australia.

Is there such a thing as Aboriginal
child welfare? Should there be? The
initial responseof many people might
be that laws and policies should not
in any way distinguish between
Aboriginal and other children. Laws
and pollcies which make any such
distinction betweenchildren of
different races seemcontrary to
current notions of equality. Should
we not be striving towards a child
welfare system in which it makes no
difference whether a child is black
or white?

The purposeof this study is to show
that whether this is the right goal
for child welfare is a remarkably
complex question. Many Aboriginal
people believe that it is not. They
yearn for a future in which they, as
Aboriginal people, have control over
their destiny and the right to pass
on to their children what it is to be
Aborl 9 InaI. Many have bitter memories
of attempts bywh i te peop 1e to
�'�~�s�s�i�m�i�l�a�t�~�' them, andof the use of
child welfare laws to take their
children away; away fromtheir homes
and communities, and often more than
that, away from their identity as
Aboriginal people. For them, laws,
and policies based on simple notions
of equality and non-discrimination
mean a society in which the original
invasion and theft of their land

becomelegitimated through the
gradual disappearanceof any
i dentif iab 1e Abor ig i na I identi ty.
Aboriginal concernsabout their
children and the child welfare system,
as much as about land rights, touch
on wider claims to justice.

This study, then, attempts to consider
Aboriginal child welfare in the light
of thesewider issues.

The study also includes some less
"impressionistic"empirical research.
With the co-operationof the Depart­
ment, a survey was madeof all
children admitted as statewards over
a twelve-month period. Information
was based on returns from the
Department'sRegional Offices. A
second study was basedon a visit to
a particular community welfare office
of the Department: an analysiswas
made, basedon interviews and a study
of the files, of all Aboriginal .
children who were wards of that
particular office at the time. It is
not known, of course, how representat­
ive were these cases,but they
provide some insight into the range of
issues that arise with Aboriginal
children, and give some indication
of the translation into practiceof
some recent policies of the Depart­
ment. Finally, again with the help
of the Departmentwhich identified
the sample, a study was madeof a
group of non-Aboriginal foster parents
who had Aboriginal foster children,
examining their attitudesand
esperiences.·All these are discussed
in chapter 3.



Nevertheless,the study does not draw
primarily on statistical material.
The essential concern is with the
developmentof appropriatelaws and
policies for Aboriginal child welfare.
Unfortunately, we do not have a
reliable data base for much that we
would like to know. For example, we
do not know the rate of breakdowns in
foster placementsof Aboriginal child­
ren, and cannot systematically�c�~�r�e

or example, the "success"of place­
ments with Aboriginal and non­
Aboriginal families. No amount of
statistical information can allow us
to escapefrom the uncomfortablefact
that evaluationof such matters may
depend very much on whether one
adopts the values of the Aboriginal
or the non-Aboriginal community.
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The particular value of Richard
Chisholm's study lies not only in
the depth of perceptionand analysis
but also in that it clearly and .
forcefully demonstratesthe importance
of historical per.spect lve in the
understandingof current issuesand
problems encounteredin the provision
of welfare services to the Aboriginal
community. Past policies and practices
weigh heavily on current endeavours,
affecting reciprocal attitudes,
responses,and relationshipsbetween
the policy makers and service
providers on the one hand and the
Aboriginal population on the other.
Even with the progressachieved in
that relationshipover recent years,
current problems are far from
being solved.

We are indeed fortunate to have been
able to assistRichard Chisholm's
study, and weare certain that the
readerswill find this report of
considerableinterest and offering a
great deal of food for thought.

In the foreword to the report, Adam
Jamrozik has written:
Among the many areasof Social Welfare
researchthat the Social Welfare
ResearchCentre has engaged in since
it becameestablishedfive years ago,
welfare issues related specifically
to Australian Aborigines have
received relatively little attention.
This omission has not been dueto any
lack of concern at the Centre in
welfare issuesconcerning the
Aboriginal population but rather to
the difficulty of allocating the
limited resourcesof the Centre to
all areasof welfare.

The source
of data for the Study comes from the
Stateof New South Wales, but the
issues raised in the Study clearly
extend beyond the boundariesof that
State, to Australia as a whole.

Alice Day's monograph is a report of
and commentaryon detailed interviews
with 23 people aged 75 and over,
living in Sydney. However, it is
also much more than that. It gives
a sensitiveand invaluable account of
the lives of the 23 individuals, but
at the same time it provides an
understandingof someof the wider
processesof growing old and of the
different meansof support elderly
people receive - and give.

This is the I.F.S.'s first report
specifically dealing with family
relationships in old age, and hope­
fully not their last. However, the
study i tseI f was basedon ANU I sAgei ng
and the Family Project. Data from
their extensiveand detailed survey
are already widely used by social
researchersand policy makers. This
study builds on the Projecti s existing
body of demographicmaterial and
information on the health, social
and family characteristicsof people
aged over 60. By returning for a
second, longer more free-ranging
interview with a small subsample,
Dr. Day has complementedthe more
quantitativeand static findings with
a wealth of qualitative, historical
and personal revelations.

Like the vast majority of elderly
people, the 23 men and women referred
to in the report live 'in the
community', although in a variety of
circumstances. Some live alone,

others with their spouses(some of
whom are very fra i I and need cons ider­
able care; others thermselves
provide helpl. Others still live
with their own children. These
arrangementsbring varying degrees
of comfort and assistanceto the
respondents. The selectionof the
sample illustrates the great
diversity amongst those so often
lumped together and classified as the
'veryelderly'; those people included
here vary in health, financial
resources,family networks, housing
circumstances,and in their outlook
and views on many aspectsof life.

Although all this book is clearly
and beautifully written, someof the
best and most interestingmaterial
comes from the elderly people them­
selves. It is very satisfying that
their own words are used so extensively
to illustrate and explain throughout
the report. Detailed casehistories
are used to illustrate the two main
researchareas: the variety of
family relationshipsamongstelderly
people and their aspirationsand
requirements in the future. For the
present,most contend that I we can
manage'. These histories and insights
into current arrangements indicate
much more directly and immediately
than any numberof theorieswhy more
elderly people feel cherished,
autonomousand fulfilled, while others
are vulnerableor even desperate.Yet,
although the picture drawn of these
23 people is so rich and revealing
the author is reluctant to generalise
too recklessly to the broader
elderly population. This study
indicatesall the strengthsand few
of the flaws of small-scale,
qualitative research, indeed its
conclusion and appendicesprovide
very useful advice for those intend­
ing to embark onsuch an enterprise.

Despite the very personal nature of
the findings in this study it has
important implications for policies
on aged care. Not only does it
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describesomeof the realities of
family support, it also indicates
ways of assistingor substituting
for such support. These suggestions
do not always coincide with the way
aged care servicesand family
policies have developedso far.

This report is a valuable, optimistic
and very welcome addition to the
Australian literature on ageing. It
makesabsorbing reading not only for
people involved in the area of
gerontology, but for all those
concernedwith human relationships.

The book assertsthat West Germany is
currently undergoing a 'process in
which the welfare state is overtly
being split in two. The result,
according to the authorities,is an
increasingpolarisatiory of society.
It is said that soon a quarter of the
West German populationwill be seg­
regated into social ghettos and
forced to depend for its 1ive1ihodd
either on steadily diminishing
public transfersof income basedon
means testing, or, increasingly, on
illegal forms of radical 'self-help'.
In contrast, the other three quarters
of the population still enjoy the

relative security of the established
social insurancesystemwith its
hierarchical structureof benefits
correspondingstrictly to levels of
earned income. Nevertheless,the
levels of the income transfersderiv­
ed from the social insurancesystem
are also sinking. In the present
situation of increasingsocial in­
security, the beneficiariesof the
social insurancesystemare attempt­
ing to preservetheir relative
position in the income hierarchy and
to maintain the differentials, however
marginal, vis a vis the (official)
poor, although a comprehensiveand
equitablebasic social security
standardfor the whole population,
as a measurewhich would underpin
rather than replace the existing
graded system, would appear to be a
better solution for all concerned.

Today, for the first time since the
secondworld war, the regulation of
poverty has become anissue which
posesa fundamental challengeto the
West German political system, to its
welfare state legitimation and to
the traditional mechanismsof social
integration via social policy.

This volume .focuseson the politics
of poverty in West Germany, onthe
structure, the functions and resources
of the existing institutions that
define and deal with poverty.
Particular attention is paid to the
gaping holes that have in recent
years been torn in this 'safety net'
of public welfare in order to
demonstratethe degree to which basic
elementsof the West Germanwelfare
state have already been undermined
or destroyed. It thereby becomes
evident that the regulation of poverty
is of vital importance for the
regulation of the living standards
and social opportunitiesfor all
membersof society.

The editors are currently seeking an
English languagepublisher.
